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FOREWARD

This symbol % on the cover page shows Falling Waters superimposed on an
1870's map of Chatham County. Falling Waters is located in the Asbury
Community formed in the late 1700's as a Methodist settlement centered
around the Asbury Methodist Church. The church and a dam and mill located
nearby on the Rocky River served as the focal points of community life. Both
the church and dam remain in Asbury today.

The Falling Waters Protective Covenants are bound in a copy of this 129 year
old map as a reminder of the cultural and natural resource heritage of the area
and the obligation of property owners in Falling Waters to help protect both.
The provisions contained in the Falling Waters Protective Covenants create a
balance between this environmental obligation and the rights of property
owners to determine how best to manage their own property.
